In June 2003, the churches elected a
leadership team of five people to lead the new conference of the EC Church, and a church
center was established at Dharan in eastern Nepal. In January 2009, the EC Church of
Nepal became its own international conference with Director Rev. Th. Janga leading them.

The EC Church of Nepal is meeting the spiritual and physical needs of this nation through
the planting of local churches, intentional discipleship, leadership training and a variety of
hands-on ministries that meet the physical needs of orphans, widows and families.

building to call their own.
